1. Recognize the appropriate vocabulary to describe Qatar’s topography. 

2. Recognize new sentences and phrases to describe Qatar’s cultural products through an actual interpersonal context (inquiring about a trip with the travel agency).

	Instructional Strategies

Direct Instruction:

Teacher starts the lesson by telling the students today will learn about Qatar. 
Teacher shows the students the box containing the following items : 

بهارات ، ثوب، الدب و مجوهرات ، بخور، رمال قطر، دلة و فناجين، تمر، 
- Teacher divides the students into different groups, and distributes the items. Teacher gives each group a small piece of paper that describes each of the items distributed. 
- Each group will read and will prepare to present their readings to the other groups.
Follow up activity:
Teacher asks students what similarities and differences these items have to similar ones in their culture.
Instructional Strategies for Acquisition:
● Have students work in collaborative pairs (groups)
● Use graphic organizers (Frayer Model, Venn Diagram)
● Ask students to create nonlinguistic representations (images, diagrams, models, mental pictures, etc.)
● Ask provocative questions
● Ask students to summarize
● Use mnemonics or other memory strategies

Guided Practice: How will students engage with content to develop skills and knowledge?
Teacher reads a short text about Qatar, and distributes worksheets to students. Teacher explains the text, then asks students to read the text again. With teachers students will do close reading where some parts of the text is read and questions answered. 
Teacher prompts students to do remaining questions by going back to text and finding answers. This should be done indecently. 
Independent Practice: How will students apply the skills and knowledge to meet the content objective independent of the teacher?
Formative Assessment/wrap-up/exit ticket: How will you know students learned the objective?

Students read a text about Abayah ( The traditional women’s clothes in Qatar). Students will be asked to design their own Abaya and then write a short paragraph that describes their design. 
Prompt:

You were picked to be a designer for an clothing manufacturing firm. You are requested to create new models for the “عباية” without jeopardizing the cultural aspect of it. Sketch your عباية model and write a short description about it.
